Though never the site of battle, Valley Forge played a pivotal in the Revolutionary War. We will learn 

the story of the brave men who survived the winter of 1777-8 to become an effective, organize army. 

This afternoon we visit the Amish Country of Lancaster County, including a Amish style meal. (CB,

Day Six: Gettysburg / Lexington VA / Robert E Lee Chapel 
This morning we visit the new Visitors Center at Gettysburg followed by a 2 hr tour of the battle field. 

In the afternoon we travel to the beautiful Shenandoah Valley where we visit the final resting place of 

Gen’s Robert E Lee located in beautiful Lexington, VA.  (B, D)
